Inner door
Removal

A Before replacing the Inner door ensure
that the panel mains and standby supply are both
powered down.

[ Unlock and open the Outer door of the panel and
then remove it by lifting it up and out.

[ Using the allen key located behind  |nner door fixings
the outer door or a screwdriver, _
whichever is appropriate, open the i Q
inner door.

[] Disconnect the ribbon cable at
connector marked 'Keyboard' on the MCB.

[] Disconnect the earth lead from the inner door

L] Unhook the inner door and remove it by lifting it up
and out.

NEW Master Control Board (new replacement MCB)

Replacemen

Fit the new Inner door and reconnect the ribbon cable
to the MCB connector marked 'Keyboard'.

6 Ensure previously removed earth lead is
refitted on to the inner door.

Cage nuts

] Where fitted, remove the cage

nuts from the backbox. To do
this use a suitable screwdriver

and turn the cage nut-retaining — Caggnyt
washer anticlockwise by a Retaining
washer

quarter turn and the push-out the
nut from inside the backbox.
Discard the nut as it is no longer
required.

Firmware

L] For a panel having an old MCB, remove the loop
card fitted in Card 2 slot, if one is fitted.

[J Using suitable removal tool, remove the code chip
from socket IC3 on the MCB and fit the firmware
chip 2211-148 supplied.

A Do not fit the supplied firmware in the
new MCB. The firmware is supplied for fitting into
an Old MCB. See diagram below to determine

which MCB is fitted inside your panel.

[ Power up the battery and then the mains to the panel.
O Close the Inner door and secure it to the backbox.
[ Re-fit the outer door and after test lock the door.
