Battery connection

The MCC has a battery that is disconnected by means of a

factory fitted sleeve. The sleeve must be removed before the

MCC card is installed into the backplane.

� Once the battery sleeve is removed from

the MCC, the card MUST NOT be placed on a metal

surface as this may result in damage to the

components on the card.

Installing the MCC

The MCC must be fitted into the LCC slot P1 on the backplane.

The ribbon cables from the display keyboard card (DKC) should

then be connected in the manner shown below.
